Christmas Miracles 
 

We’ve all seen the Hallmark Christmas 
movies. The ones where everyone is struggling 
throughout the month of December, then 
something happens in accord with the “spirit of 
Christmas” and everything falls into place. A 
family reunites after years of not speaking to 
each other, a terminally ill patient wondrously 
recovers, the town comes together to raise 
money to keep a family from losing their 
home, a frustrated single woman finally finds 
the man of her dreams. Christmas miracles, 
right? We have a strong cultural nostalgia for 
these stories, and we gobble them up every 
year around this time. 
 

And yet, none of us really thinks a Christmas miracle could happen to 
me. Those are just stories; this is the real world, where things don’t just 
magically get better. We resign ourselves to misery and unpleasant 
situations, because we’ve given up hope that real change will come. 
 

The upcoming celebration of the Nativity of our Lord should be a cause 
of great hope for us. Not because Santa is going to pay the rent, or the 
universe will figure things out for us, but because we have an even 
greater Christmas miracle. The Son of God became human for us, to 
save us from our sins and to bring the joy of faith into the world. Jesus 
was born of our condition, so that he might understand our struggles 
and be our hope in the midst of them. We can ask him for help in any 
situation, any suffering, any sorrow, and believe in faith that he hears 
us, because he is one of us. And even if our prayers are not answered in 
the way we expect, we can still hold on tight to that one great Christmas 
miracle: that Jesus Christ loved us enough to be born for us, to die for 
us, and to rise again from the dead for us. What else can we ask for?
